Anyone not familiar with the music &ill Staines

is in for a special treat. For over 25 years, Bill has
traveled back and forth across North America,
singing his songs and delighting audiences at
festivals, folksong societies, colleges, concerts,
clubs and coffeehouses. A New England native,
Bill became involved with the Boston-Cambridge
folk scene in the early 1960’s and, for a time,
emceed the Sunday hootenanny at the renowned
* Club 47 in Cambridge. Bill quickly became a
popular performer in the Boston area. In 1971,
after one of his acts, a reviewer fdhe Phoenix
stated that Bill was “simply Boston’s best
performer.” A decade later, both in 1980 and
1981, the annual Readers’ Poll ®he Boston
Globe selected him as a favorite performer. In
1991, Bill entered his fourth decade as a folk
performer with an international reputation as an
artist. Singing mostly his own songs, he has becomeeof the most popular singers on the folk music circuit,
averaging 200 concerts per year.

Bill weaves a magical blend of wit and gentle humoo ims performances, and as one reviewer wrote, “he has
a sense of timing to match the best stand-up comic.” niisic is a slice of Americana, reflecting with the
same ease, his feelings about the prairie people d¥iideest or the adventurers of the Yukon. Interspersed
between original songs, Bill also includes songs ranfriog traditional folk tunes to more contemporary
country ballads and delights in having the audience partcipamany of his numbers. He may even do a
yodeling tune or two - having won the National Yodeling Chamghip in 1975 at the Kerrville Folk Festival.
Other artists including Peter, Paul and Mary, Makem arahc@y, Nanci Griffith, Mason Williams, Glen
Yarborough, Jerry Jeff Walker, Grampa Jones and otiers recorded a number of Bill's songs. Bill has
recorded 22 of his own albums (15 in print) and his songs haen published in 4 songbooks. Bill's memoir
“The Tour: A Life Between the Lines” was published in 200@adio and TV appearances have included “A
Prairie Home Companion”, “Mountain Stage”, “The Good Engnshow” and a host of local programs on
network and PBS.

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John Cephas Passes

Master Piedmont Blues guitarist John Dudley Cephas
passed away on March 4" at his home in Woodford, VA.
Born in 1930 in Washington, DC, he was raised in
Bowling Green, VA (not far from Woodford), from which
he took the nickname “Bowling Green” John Cephas.

He met harmonica player Phil Wiggins, whom he referred
to as ‘the Phil-harmonica Orchestra’, in the '70s, and the
two toured the world before coming back and recording
their first US CD together, “"Dog Days of August” in 1986.
In 1989, he was awarded the National Heritage
Fellowship from the National Endowment for the Arts.
He also served on the executive committee of National
Council for the Traditional Arts, and was a founding
member of the Washington, DC Blues Society. “More
than anything else,” said John, “I would like to see a
revival of country blues by more young people... more
people going to concerts, learning to play the music.
That’s why I stay in the field of traditional music. I don't
want it to die.”
